The Michigan Amateur Championship, being presented for 
the 111th time, is the oldest, most prestigious tournament 
in the state of Michigan. It is being played in the greater 
Lansing area for just the third time.

Hawk Hollow Golf Course is the second, non-resort, 
public venue ever chosen to present the fabled state 
championship.  In 2016, Eagle Eye Golf Club was the first 
daily fee host site.  These two courses along with the 
Country Club of Lansing (1934) have been the only capital 
city area venues.  Chuck Kocsis of Detroit won his second 
of a record six Amateur titles at CCL that year.

More history is certain to be made this year in a tournament 
that was started in 1906 by the now defunct Michigan 
State Golf League (MSGL).  The MSGL conducted what was 
recognized as the state championship before the Detroit 
District Golf Association (DDGA) took over in 1946.  World 
War I resulted in the tournament not being played in 1917 
and 1918.  The tournament was also suspended from 1942 
through 1945 because of World War II.

The DDGA, founded in 1919, officially conducted the 
championship through 1960.  In 1961 the name was 
changed to the Golf Association of Michigan (GAM) to 
reflect its ever expanding membership across the state.  
The Amateur remains the flagstick tournament for men’s 
amateur golf under the direction of the GAM.  The GAM 
is the governing body for amateur golf in the state, it 
provides membership to over 60,000 golfers and 480 
Michigan golf clubs and courses.  Among its many services, 
over 30 championships are conducted annually.

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Kocsis has the most wins, including one in each 
of three decades, while Glenn Johnson of Grosse 
Ile is second with five, including four in five years 
from 1954 through 1958.  A total of 14 golfers 
have won multiple times, including most recently 
Randy Lewis of Alma, the champion in 1992 and 
1999.

Six greater Lansing area golfers have claimed the 
state championship in its history.  Most recently 
was Sam Weatherhead (Michigan State) in 2016 
at Eagle Eye Golf Club.  Others include Korey 
Mahoney (2002), Lynn Janson (1968), Douglas 
Hankey (1964), Reggie Myles, Jr. (1953), and 
Louis Wendrow (1946).

Belvedere has hosted the Amateur 40 times, 
including their last in 2014 and previously 
for 26 consecutive years between 1963 and 
1988.  Country Club of Jackson and Saginaw 
Country Club have each hosted the second most 
championships with seven.  Only four public 
courses have hosted the championship.  They 
are Michaywe’ Hills Pines Golf Course (1961), The 
Heather Course at Boyne Highlands (1998, 2006, 
& 2011), and most recently—Eagle Eye Golf Club 
(2016) and Hawk Hollow Golf Course (2022).

This year 870 golfers entered the state 
championship. Of those, 162 will qualify for the 
first two rounds of stroke play.  Contestants are 
able to compete in the championship through 
exemptions and state-wide 18-hole sectional 
qualifying tournaments.  Golfers must have a 
maximum 5.4 GAM/USGA handicap index to 
register for the qualifiers.  Oakland Hills Country 
Club and Eagle Eye Golf Club are among the top 
five venues for the highest number of entries.
